Conveniently and quietly located just a 15 minute walk from the village with its many 
restaurants and shops, Villa Louise has outstanding views across Kalkan and the vivid blue 
waters of the Mediterranean.  
 
Completed in spring 2006, with air-conditioning throughout, the villa has been built and fitted 
to the very highest standards with great care and attention to detail. It comfortably 
accommodates eight people in 3 double and 1 twin bedroom served by 3 shower/bathrooms – 
one jacuzzi, one en-suite.  
 
The three 1st floor bedrooms enjoy sea views and two have large balconies overlooking the 
pool, terrace and bay. The modern, fully equipped kitchen adjoins the large light, airy open 
plan living/dining room which opens, through two sets of patio doors onto a beautifully 
landscaped pool and terrace area.  

 
 
Reached via a marble stairway and overlooking the pool with its unusual waterfall feature, as 
well as uninterrupted views to the sea, there is a raised dining terrace with large BBQ and 
shaded pergola.  
 
Private airport transfers from Dalaman can be arranged on request – an air conditioned taxi 
costs about £45 and a mini bus £55. Our local agent will be at the villa to meet you and a 
welcome hamper will help to get you started.  
 
The villa is cleaned and towels and linen changed twice a week, although you will need to 
bring your own beach towels. The pool and gardens are tended daily, and bins are emptied 
every morning. In case of emergencies staff are available 24 hours a day.  
 
The pool, garden and dining terrace are subtly lit and are ideal for al-fresco dining or a late 
night swim. It's a pleasant 15 minute stroll into the village and a short (and cheap!) taxi ride 
back after dinner. Therefore car hire is not necessary but, if you would like to enjoy the local 
sites including trips into the Taurus mountains, it can be arranged on request.
